
Arbor Brook, Pinot Noir
A bright Pinot Noir with a soft elegance that begins with a touch of sweet tobacco and hints of floral that carries into dried cranberry, cherry and raspberries. The mid-palate grows and transitions into more red fruit tones, along with rhubarb, red currants, and a lifted brightness.  The finish is long and easy on the palate with a touch of spice and cedar that will make it food-friendly for summer dishes off the grill. This wine will pair beautifully with grilled salmon or halibut on cedar plank, grilled vegetables, grilled pork loin with a rhubarb compote, or veal with a light cream sauce. Enjoy now or cellar through 2018.
Cotes du Rhone Villages
 Vinsobres is an appellation for quality white and rose wines from the parish of Vinsobres in the southern half of the Rhone valley in France. Vinsobres is one of about 20 villages (this figure changes every few years) which are permitted to add their name to the AOC Cotes du Rhone Villages appellation, having been identified as a source of higher quality wines distinctive of the regional style. The wines of the Cotes du Rhone Villages appellation are a step up in quality from those of the Cotes du Rhone appellation, but are not regarded with such esteem as those of a unique, location-specific appellation like Cornas or Hermitage.
In 2005 the red wines of Vinsobres were awarded their own appellation, AOC Vinsobres, as they were consistently of a high quality, above that of the area's white and rose wines.
Vinsobres is located to the north-east of the town of Orange, clustered together with several other Cotes du Rhone Villages. The climate here is Mediterranean, with hot, dry summers bringing excellent ripening potential to the Grenache, Syrah and Mourvedre grapes which make up the majority of the appellation's rose wines, and the Grenache Blanc, Clairette, Marsanne, Roussanne, Bourboulenc and Viognier which make up the whites. Mourvedre in particular requires a hot, dry climate to fully ripen, as does Grenache. These two grapes are rarely found north of Montelimar, which marks the boundary between the northern Rhone and the hotter southern Rhone. Syrah, on the other hand, prefers the coolest of Vinsobres' mesoclimates, as it is more susceptible to heat damage.

Mer  Soleil  Chardonnay: A  rich,  buttery,  barrel  fermented  Chardonnay  with  a  sunny  California  profile.
The Mer Soleil Vineyard, first developed in 1988, is named for the two natural forces that create its growing conditions: sea (mer) and sun (soleil).
Tasting Notes:
Citrus driven nose. Hints of matchstick, pineapple, banana and coconut. Soft and round entry. Oak is apparent, but not defining. Mid-palate goes on to reveal other layers of flavors – vanilla, lemon meringue pie and again coconut. Finish is rich with viscosity that coats the mouth for minutes after your last sip.

Chateau Mongravey
winemaker's notes: 
In keeping with Bordeaux's left bank tradition, this wine is primarily Cabernet Sauvignon. Mongravey is a rich full bodied wine that's quite velvety in the mouth. It's full of black fruit flavors along with rich chocolate and hints of mint. It's very approachable at this young age. It is a wine which will offer you pure instants of happiness and emotion. Blend: 70% Cabernet Sauvignon, 30% Merlot. This wine will mature in 8 to 10 years but will cellar for up to 15 years. 
Since 1980, Château Mongravey's destiny lay in the hands of Régis Bernaleau who, thought and built the remarkable cellar, both aesthetically and technically. It's through hard work that he has been able to pass on his passion while ensuring that this exceptional cru always shines with prestige and elegance.

Stags’ Leap

THE 2007 GROWING SEASON BEGAN with a drier than average winter, which stood in sharp contrast to the wet weather that ushered in 2006. This trend continued throughout the growing season, and we received about 60 percent of normal precipitation overall. A warm spring resulted in an early budbreak, bloom and set in the vineyards, but the pace slowed down as mild spring and summer temperatures prevailed. Warm temperatures around Labor Day added the boost of sugar development that we were looking for to complement the excellent acid structure in the grapes. 

Cabernet has always been a mainstay in the winemaking program at Stags’ Leap Winery. Our Napa Valley Cabernet Sauvignon is a combination of estate fruit and grapes from select Napa Valley growers.  Much of the estate vineyard is planted to Cabernet Sauvignon where deep, well-drained, loamy volcanic soils make this a perfect place to grow Cabernet. The fruit for this wine was hand-picked in small bins and each lot was fermented separately in a combination of open and closed top fermenters to maximize concentration and extraction in the finished wine. The wine was aged in 100 percent French oak barrels (50 percent new) for 24 months, and the final blend was assembled one year into the aging process to give 
the wine a chance to marry before bottling.

Vivid aromas of red and black fruit characteristically introduce the wine. The palate emphasizes balance, with firm, round tannins and a complex finish that features a variety of notes from leather, espresso and chocolate

Elena Walsh Pinot Grigio
More full-bodied and richer than many other wines in this category, elegant and smooth

Kali Heart Chardonnay
Tasting Notes - This is a sort of second tier wine from Talbott. It's a strongly flavored Chardonnay and extremely ripe, with pineapple jam, apricot-infused creme brulee and sweet vanilla-butterscotch flavors. But for all the richness, it's crisp and bone dry. Winemaker Notes - Kali Hart Chardonnay is a fresh, exuberant, medium-bodied wine with the distinctive Talbott style of lush, tropical fruit, toasty oak and minerals, and a long citrus-filled finish. This regionally inspired wine has great acid balance and is made to enjoy upon release.

Spellbound Petit Syrah
winemaker's notes: 
Intensity of color, rich black and brambly fruits, vanilla bean and roasting coffee aromatics are complimented by remarkable approachability in the 2008 Spellbound Petite Sirah. The wine is crafted to unleash dark and luscious characteristics, while managing tannins to deliver an opulent and juicy Petite Sirah. This lush yet easy drinking wine provides intense berry character, with superb texture you will find in no other Petite Sirah but Spellbound.
Pellegrini Cabernet Sauvignon
Pellegrini Cabernet Sauvignon Cloverdale Ranch 2007 - Classically structured with the unmistakable aromas of currents, black cherries, tobacco, and violets.  That classic structure supports all this complexity and promises elegance over the next 10 years. -Kevin Hamel, Winemaker
 
The 2007 growing season was marked by a warm end of summer which brought the fruit to a near-perfect level of ripeness by early September. All the wine was fermented in small open-top fermentors and punched down twice daily during the three-week maceration. After pressing, the wine was racked to a combination of French, Hungarian and American oak where it spent the next 19 months.

Erial is made from 100% Tinta Fina. Ageing in barrels, of which 80% are French oak and 20% are American oak, is 10 months. Lively and colourful wine that is open and clear to the nose; with sterling mature blackberries, black liquorice, and mineral reminiscences; with creamy and smoky tones from the oak wood; and a spicy finish. Neatly structured in the mouth, with friendly and well-melted tannin, beefy and concentrated fruit, extremely tasteful, balanced and with a refreshing sensation due to an appropriate acidity."
